Information Systems Security 
The world is growing more reliant on the Internet and web services for information and  communications. Many families 
routinely shop online. Local, state and federal government  offices increasingly use computers to communicate with each 
other throughout the country.  And an even larger number of businesses in the United States are networked to branch 
offices on almost every continent. The World Wide Web and its expanding digital universe  promise even more exciting 
options for businesses and consumers. 

While information and communication opportunities are increasing, security challenges are  increasing as well. In 2001, 
more than 34,000 attacks on Internet computers were reported  to the Computer Emergency Response Team (CERT). 
CERT, a government-funded clearinghouse,  predicts the number will double by 2003. In our global marketplace, an attack 
on one computer has the potential to affect the operations of many interdependent systems. In the wake of September 
11, 2001, the U.S. and other nations have become even more concerned about the threat to computer infrastructure and 
information systems through the potential misuse of computer networks and the Internet. 

While there is a need for reliable computer systems that provide security and privacy to both businesses and consumers, a 
need also exists for systems security professionals who can help design, configure, implement, manage, support and 
secure these computer systems. 

Employees with knowledge of information systems security are now considered to be an important part of many 
information technology infrastructure teams. Graduates of the Information Systems Security program in the School of 
Information Technology at ITT Tech will have a credential that can help them pursue career opportunities in a variety of 
entry-level positions involving information systems security, some of which may include:  security professionals as part of 
software development and information technology infrastructure teams; security technicians working with Internet service 
providers, application service providers and systems integrators; and security auditors.

computing, wireless communications, high-speed broadband, instant messaging, personal digital assistants and 
other innovations. An entire generation of hardware-including hubs, bridges, switches and routers-was developed to 
support this modernization. At the same time, protocols and standards are in constant development and refinement to 
assure that these new information appliances share a common "language" in order to work effectively together. 

The surge in data communications means that skilled people are needed to plan, manage and configure a growing data 
infrastructure. "Advances in technology and knowledge generation over the next few years will radically transform the 
very nature of how we grow our economy and how we compete," according to a January 2002 statement by Phillip J. 
Bond, Under Secretary of Commerce for Technology. This market-driven demand can be seen in a 2002 New York Times 
Job Market survey, which declared that students graduating with technical degrees are typically offered the highest 
starting salaries compared to their peers holding other degrees.

Posses at least 60 quarter credit hours (or 40 semester or trimester credit hours) of credit for college-level courses taken 
by the student and obtained an overall cumulative grade point average of 2.0 on a 4.0 grading scale in all such courses.

Computer Drafting & Design 
Drafting is a graphic language used by industry to communicate ideas and plans from the creative design stage through 
production. Computer drafting and design is one way to produce drawings in traditional design and drafting fields. 

Many industries use drafters who can translate ideas, sketches and specifications of an engineer, architect or designer into 
complete and accurate working plans needed to make products, engineer projects or create structures. The availability of 
micro-CAD systems has enabled even small drafting firms to utilize computeraided drafting and design. 

If you like to draw, are detail-oriented and like to see the results of your work, you could be the kind of student who 
would feel at home studying computer drafting and design at b. The goal of the program is to help the student acquire the 
skills to enter the workplace as a versatile draftsperson able to make basic design decisions and capable of addressing the 
challenges of future technological advances in the drafting and design profession. 

The Computer Drafting and Design program in the School of Drafting and Design combines, wherever appropriate, 
computer-aided drafting with conventional methods of graphic communication to solve drafting and basic design-related 
problems. Students will be exposed to both classroom theory and laboratory projects. In addition, students will be 
required to create a variety of drawings of various sizes on different drawing media, and will use conventional as well as 
computer-aided drafting equipment. 

This program can help graduates begin careers in a variety of entry-level positions in various fields involving drafting and 
design, some of which include mechanical drafting, piping drafting, architectural and construction drafting, civil drafting, 
interior design, illustration and design detailing. 

Multimedia 
The Information Technology Association of America has defined Information Technology (IT) as "the study, design, 
development, implementation, support or management of computer-based information systems, particularly software 
applications and computer hardware." IT is an academic discipline that affects most businesses and industries. Its 
progressive evolution, due to the advancement of computers and communication technology, continues to have a 
profound impact on our lives. 

One area of Information Technology is Multimedia, the art form of the digital age. Multimedia melds electronic source 
material-graphics, audio, text and more-into coherent communications for websites, games, video or other media. There 
are now entire films composed on computer, and many films made today have some sort of computer manipulation 
involved. Multimedia is also an important part of the business world, due to applications such as webbased e-commerce. 
Using software, individuals who know multimedia are at work behind-the-scenes designing and creating graphical, audio 
and text communications for anything from video games to the evening news. 

In 2002, the Information Technology Association of America projected that hiring managers expected 1.1 million 
technology job openings for that year, and that these managers would not be able to fill almost 600,000 of these jobs due 
to a shortage in qualified workers. 

As a multimedia technologist, you could help meet the demand for technically competent individuals. Multimedia is an 
area in constant flux as new technologies and techniques are developed and added to the palette of virtual tools. If you're 
detail-oriented, creative and like to see the results of your work come to life, multimedia is an IT area you might like to 
pursue. 

The Multimedia program in the School of Drafting and Design at ITT Technical Institute teaches students how to 
perform technical tasks associated with the design and creation of interactive multimedia communication.

Industrial Automation Engineering Technology 
American industry is under constant pressure to find new ways to reduce costs and improve efficiency. As a result, 
domestic companies continue to implement technologies such as robotics, process control, computers and factory 
automation in order to enhance productivity. 

Industrial automation, computer-assisted manufacturing and robotics have opened new fields in the planning, installation 
and service of automated equipment and systems. Many industrial companies are improving their production and 
processing operations by incorporating changing technology. 

The Manufacturing Skill Standards Council reports that nearly 90% of manufacturers in the U.S. are now using computer-
aided design, and more than two-thirds use computer-numerically controlled (CNC) machine tools, statistical process 
control, just-in-time inventory control, total quality management and computer-aided manufacturing. 

People who have industrial automation skills and knowledge can perform a variety of functions. They can help make 
factories more efficient in the use of personnel, materials and machines. They could also have responsibilities for workflow 
and analyzing production. Some may be involved in the design, development and testing of new manufacturing techniques 
and systems. 

The Industrial Automation Engineering Technology program at the ITT Technical Institutes is designed to help 
graduates prepare to perform tasks associated with many areas of industrial automation. Among types of job tasks in 
which graduates may apply the skills taught in this program are: process planning, tool engineering, inventory control, 
quality

According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, eight of the ten fastest growing occupations from 2000 - 2010 will be in fields 
of technology.
